BEHAVIOUR POLICY

CHORLTONIANS AFC

Each member of the club has the right to play football in a positive and sporting atmosphere.

Members of the club, Management and Supporters, adhering to the following guidelines can ensure this is achieved.

Members of the club need to understand that they must always provide correct information to the club.

Members of the club are to refrain from using foul and abusive language at all times. Also, refraining from any behaviour that may be considered threatening, whether it be against opposing player, officials or indeed members of your own team.

All members of the club are to conduct themselves in a sporting manner, treating referees, opposition and colleagues with respect ie as they would expect to be treated themselves.

Violence or other physical abuse, along with bullying, racist, sexist or any other discriminatory behaviour, will not be tolerated.

Failure to support these guidelines could mean:

· Yellow Card warning issued by the Club.

· Red Card issued if compliance is not adhered to.

· Letter and call to attend meeting to explain behaviour, (Member of the club will be suspended until meeting has taken place).

· If no reconciliation can be attained, Member of the club will be asked to leave the club.

· The Committee decision on any conduct / breach of policy will be final.
